


 
 

Hiking Challenge – Official Rules 

• The Hiking Challenge begins on May 1, 2026, and ends on June 15, 2026.  

• Entries submitted after the deadline will not be considered.  

• Participants must submit a photo of themselves hiking at either Hawn State Park, St. 
Joe State Park, St. Francois State Park, Pickle Springs, Hickory Canyon, or Engler 
Park to the Discover Farmington Facebook page, and share the original Hiking 
Challenge post to enter. Each person is eligible to receive only one shirt. Shirts are 
limited to the first 150 entries.  

• Participants must be at least 18 years old. By posting a photo that includes a minor, 
the participant affirms that they are the parent or legal guardian and grants consent 
for Discover Farmington to use the image.  

• Shirts will be available in adult sizes only. If shirt sizes are not provided in the original 
comment or via private message to Discover Farmington the participant will not 
receive a shirt.   

• Photos must be appropriate and comply with Facebook Community Standards. Any 
inappropriate or unrelated photos will be removed.  

• Winners will be notified via Facebook comment from the Discover Farmington 
Missouri Facebook page on their original comment. Discover Farmington will not 
ask participants to submit payment, complete forms, or click on any links. Please 
beware of scammers.  

• Winners must pick up their shirts on either:  

o July 10 from 5:00 PM to 7:00 PM during the Downtown Block Party at the 
Jefferson Street Plaza (next to 102 W Columbia St, Farmington, MO 63640), 
OR 

o July 13 from 8:00 AM to 4:30 PM at the City of Farmington Information 
Technology Building (12 S Franklin St, Farmington, MO 63640). 
Shipping is not available. Shirts not picked up by July 13 at 4:30 PM will be 
forfeited.  

• Prizes are non-transferable and have no cash value.
